The prompt of the paper is " In “War and Poverty” Kieran Oberman argues that correctly understanding the proportionality requirements on morally permissible resort to war shows that war is much harder to justify than most of us suppose, because the resources we would deploy in war have alternative uses, including poverty relief, that would better fulfill our war aims properly stated.  Carefully summarize Oberman’s argument.  Assess it in its own terms and in light of considerations that Hurka adduces in his essay “Proportionality in the Morality of War.”
