Public health professionals who understand the political dimensions of health policy can conduct more realistic research and evaluation, better anticipate opportunities as well as constraints on governmental action, and design more effective policies and programs (Greer, 2017). Reflecting on your selected health issue  (e-cigarettes), analyze one political, one social, and one economic policy and/or program to improve health in diverse populations. For example, there are people advocating for gun-control policies to change or remain the same. For this discussion, explain why your policy and/or programs might be supported or opposed by stakeholders.
